All Summit participants completed a pre-event and 
post-event self-evaluation, indicating their knowl -
edge and/or comfort related to different environ -
mental topics and teaching these concepts. Teach -
ers came in not having an extensive background 
knowledge of water quality, soil health, and Iowa’s 
ecosystems. However, after participating in the 2016 
Summits, teachers’ proficiency and understanding of 
water quality, soil health, and environmental issues 
saw substantial improvement!

Every year, we have seen substantial increases in teachers’ understanding of these 
issues, with their post-assessment scores consistently hitting 80/100 after each Summit!
